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ENGINEER POSITION IN CORAL MICROBIOLOGY
The Coral Ecophysiology team of the CSM is looking for an engineer in coral microbiology starting from February 2026, for one year renewable.

Job description:	
· The project aims to provide knowledge on the symbiosis between Mediterranean gorgonians and their microbial communities. Specifically, we seek to advance our understanding of symbiont functions and the impact of dysbiosis on holobiont health.
· The main responsabilities of the engineer will be: i) using and developping molecular biology and culture approaches to investigate the coral microbiota, ii) designing and conducting experiments in the laboratory, iii) caring of the coral stocks in the CSM’s aquariums, and iv) analysing metadata including sequencing data.
· The successful candidate will work with the Coral Ecophysiology team (5 researchers, 1 postdoctoral researcher, 1 PhD student, 2 technicians) co-led by Dr. Christine Ferrier-Pagès and Stéphanie Reynaud. More specifically, he/she will work closely with Dr. Romie Tignat-Perrier involved in the project. He/she might also collaborate with other institutions in France.
· He/she will have access to a range of equipment, including facilities dedicated to molecular biology analyses, microbial cultures and aquaria with running seawater for manipulative experiments.

Candidate requirements:

· At least a Master’s degree or an engineering degree in Microbiology, with a background in statistical and sequencing metadata analysis (bioinformatics). Previous work experience in microbiology and/or bioinformatics would be an advantage.
· Well-developed laboratory skills, including clean sampling and sample preparation of biological material, contamination-free molecular biology analyses.
· Ability to solve problems in the field and in the laboratory.
· Proficiency in data interpretation, including sequencing metadata (such as amplicon, genomic and metagenomic sequencing data).
· Demonstrated ability in presenting research results, both orally and in writing.
· Comfortable communicating in English, both orally and in writing.
· Excellent ability to work in a team.
